NONPROFIT ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

BIKE FARM, INC.
ARTICLE 1 
Name

The name of the corporation is Bike Farm, Inc. (the “Corporation”).

ARTICLE 2 
Type

The Corporation is a public benefit corporation. 

ARTICLE 3 
Initial Directors

The names and addresses of the initial directors are set forth on Exhibit A.  Each director has consented to the appointment.

ARTICLE 4 
Purposes and Powers

4.1 General Purpose.  The Corporation is organized and must be operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes intended to promote the bicycle as a fun, safe and accessible form of transportation.
4.2 Net Earnings.  No part of the Corporation’s net earnings may inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual.

4.3 Influencing Legislation.  No substantial part of the Corporation’s activities may consist of carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting, to influence legislation.

4.4 Political Campaigns.  The Corporation may not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of statements), any political campaign on behalf of (or in opposition to) any candidate for public office.

4.5 General Restrictions.  Notwithstanding any provision in these Articles of Incorporation to the contrary, no part of the Corporation’s assets may be used in any manner, and the Corporation may not participate in any activity, that would cause the Corporation to cease to qualify as an exempt organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code.

ARTICLE 5 
Liability of Directors and Uncompensated Officers 

The personal liability of a director or uncompensated officer to the Corporation or its members for monetary damages for conduct as a director or officer is eliminated to the fullest extent permitted by law.
ARTICLE 6 
Indemnification

6.1 Indemnification.  The Corporation may indemnify an individual made a party to a proceeding because the individual is or was a director or officer of the Corporation against liability incurred in the proceeding to the fullest extent permitted by law.

6.2 Advance for Expenses.  The Corporation may pay for or reimburse the reasonable expenses incurred by a director or officer who is a party to a proceeding in advance of final disposition of the proceeding to the fullest extent permitted by law. 

ARTICLE 7 
Distribution of Assets on Dissolution

Upon dissolution, the Corporation must distribute its net assets to an organization organized for a charitable or educational purpose which is recognized as exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  

ARTICLE 8
