Key Holders Guidelines to the Shop

1. No drinking in the shop during shop hours

7. Don’t leave bike projects in the shop. We simply do not have the space for it. PERIOD.
8. If there’s a special situation and you must leave something there for a day or more, let the situation be known with a note, e-mail, and/or phone call to whomever’s on the schedule next.

9. Pets are okay as long as they’re agreeable and attended. Pets cannot live at Bike Farm.
