Types of Volunteer Privileges

There are three levels of volunteers:

1. Core Volunteers are coordinators and core mechanics

Coordinators are expected to have worked 4 hours per/week (either in-shop helping out or on other Bike farm related projects,(ie. Putting on events, bookkeeping, flyering, etc.) Twice monthly meetings are mandatory. 

Privileges: (access to the shop during off-hours), getting parts at 10% over wholesale from our distributors at the 6 month mark (of us being open) with a cap at $100.00 per year. Cheap to free used parts (use discretion and don’t be a hog). If using shop in off-hours, make sure it is clean and clear of projects at least 15 minutes before a shift or scheduled workshop/class. 

Core Mechanics are responsible for a shift of 4 hours/week, and help to maintain the space. Twice monthly meetings are mandatory. Core mechanics are responsible for keeping the shop well-stocked and making sure it runs smoothly. These people are the most knowledgeable about wrenching. There should be one core-mechanic on shift at all times.

Privileges: keys (access to the shop in off-hours), getting parts at 10% over wholesale from our distributors at the 6 month mark (of us being open) with a cap at $100.00 per year. Cheap to free used parts (use discretion and don’t be a hog). If using shop during off-hours, make sure it is clean and clear of projects at least 15 minutes before a shift or scheduled workshop/class. 

2. Committed Volunteers: work at least 8 hours a month, either as an apprentice/aid to the core mechanics on a weekly basis, or by doing odd tasks from the chore list regularly. Committed volunteers are expected to keep a log of their hours, so that core mechanics can have a good idea of commitment and decide if the volunteer is ready to become a core mechanic. After volunteering consistently for a full month, they are entitled to the following: 

Privileges: New parts at 35% over wholesale and cheap to free parts at the discretion of the shift mechanic, and membership privileges. Core volunteers may decide to offer keys to a long-term committed volunteer if approved by the group. 

Access to the mechanics only area is granted by the mechanic on duty and should not be assumed.

3. Impromptu Volunteers: people who ask if they can do some work that day, usually as trade for shop use/assistance, and the necessary used parts (and occasionally a new tube). The volunteer is referred to a list of chores, and the value is determined by the mechanic.
